Annual Meeting Update 
 

     At the Annual Meeting on Sunday, January 31 the congre-

gation approved the spending of ñup to $30,000 of unencum-

bered funds to further refine the design and estimates. (Like the 

original $40,000 approved last year for initial design, this 

added $30,000 for architectural work will be repaid from the 

capital campaign fund and considered a part of the capital pro-

ject budget.)ò 

     This phase, known as the ñDesign and Developmentò phase 

will create design documents that have detailed HVAC, electri-

cal, plumbing, and architectural engineering. This level of de-

sign detail will permit the church to begin negotiations with 

potential contractors and obtain ñnot to exceedò total project 

cost numbers. This will also save time and allow for more com-

petitive bids, given the construction economy at this time. This 

will provide the Congregation firm numbers to consider in de-

ciding whether to then authorize the completion of design 

documents for bidding and construction.

Brad and Marge Wennen 

 
     The time to catch Brad and Marge Wennen for an interview was when he was laid up 

from foot surgery. Immobilized by a heavy cast, he and Marge patiently answered ques-

tions about their busy lives. While Marge fussed over Bradôs pillowed foot, they reflected 

on the events of their lives so far. Brad was born in Mankato, Minnesota, but moved to 

Mequon, Wisconsin, in sixth grade. He graduated from Homestead High School, where he 

was band president, playing trumpet. His family was Lutheran, his maternal grandfather 

having immigrated here from Sweden aboard the Lusitania before Germany torpedoed it 

in 1915. Brad met Marge when they both were attending Lakeland College. He was studying biology because of his interest in every-

thing outdoors. 

     Marge was born in Waukesha, the daughter of our own Rev. Ralph and Ruth Ley. She moved among several E&R-sided UCC 

churches as her father moved among pastorates. She graduated from Calumet High School near Chicago, Illinois. Calumet is also the 

high school of our church bell choir director, Vance Nelson. Ralph Ley became pastor of Peace Memorial Church there, a post just 

vacated by Vanceôs relative, Pastor Brodt. (Marge and Vance even share the same birthday!). Growing up, Marge liked trampoline 

exercise and also church youth groups. Eventually her family moved to Madison when Ralph became the Wisconsin UCC president, 

and Marge joined ORUCC with her parents. She observes that most people attend one church and have several pastors, while she 

attended several churches but always had the same pastor! 

     At Lakeland, Marge studied medical technology. She and Brad fell in love but could not decide when to marry. Uncle Sam settled 

that question when Brad drew #6 in the Vietnam War draft lottery. With military service imminent, the couple planned their wedding 

and got married in a month. They were married at ORUCC by Roger Knight and by Ralph and Dick Ley. The knot was well tied! To 

the coupleôs relief, Brad was not sent to Vietnam but to Germany, where Marge was able to be with him for about sixteen months. 

     Brad and Margeôs daughter Christine seems to have interests similar to her fatherôs. She has a masterôs degree in water resources 

and works for an environmental firm in the Twin Cities. Their son David is more like Marge, having earned a degree in electron mi-

croscopy. He had a tech job in New Jersey until being laid off in October and is currently seeking work. 

     Since joining ORUCC in 1964, Marge has taught Sunday school, helped make banners, been our financial secretary and helps 

with that work currently, plays in the bell choir, and attends the OVER 55 Group with her mother. After returning from Germany in 

1972, Brad joined ORUCC. He has served on our Board of Property Management, helped run plant sales, and worked on landscape 

projects such as removing the old nursery school playground where our vegetable garden now flourishes. Brad works as a naturalist 

at the Aldo Leopold Nature Center in Monona. He loves sharing his knowledge of the natural world with center visitors. His hobbies 

include photography, fishing, and playing the guitar. Marge is a medical technologist at Meriter Labs. Aside from her work, she does 

crewel embroidery, reads fiction and biographies, and researches genealogy. 

     Because of his interest in nature, Brad keeps such pets as snakes, frogs, toads, lizards, and a tarantula in their home. This reporter 

took a pass on visiting the pets. It was enough to share some laughs with Brad and Marge as they get him well enough to once again 

enjoy the Wisconsin outdoors.

               During the season of Lent this year, we will focus on listening to the ñfathomless mysteryò that is our lives.  Through sto-

ries from Scripture (the witness of Godôs people) and our own lives and, we will acknowledge and remind one another how we ex-

perience God.  It is our hope that Lent will be a ñholy interruptionò in our lives  to take time to listen deeply to our own lives and the 

lives of others - in order to strengthen our faith and deepen our awareness of divine grace and justice.  

      In the spirit of reminding ourselves of Godôs grace, acknowledging the movement of God in our daily interactions, and bearing 

witness to the power of compassion and love ï we will invite a person from the congregation each week to ñgive testimonyò for 2-3 

minutes during worship.  The parameters for how you could testify are broad, but we invite you to share a moment or experience in 

which you felt the Spirit at work.

             Reduce, Reuse, Recycle: Plastic 

 

 

GREEN THOUGHT FOR THE DAY :  ñRecycling is good but itôs only third best.  Itôs much better to reduce stuff or reuse stuff 

than recycle it.ò  (Meg Stevens, ORUCC member speaking in worship on January 24.) 

Think a bit about plastic!  Itôs everywhere! Did you know that 100 billion plastic bags are used and discarded in the U.S. every year!  

Only about 1% of bags are recycled. Not only does this plastic waste petroleum resources, its disposal is a terrible problem because it 

doesnôt bio-degrade for a very, very long time.  Thereôs a huge mass of plastic garbage in the ocean and littering other waters and 

land, threatening animal, bird and fish life.   

GREEN ACTION IDEAS :  JUST SAY NO!  REDUCE your use of plastic bags and other packaging!  (1) Carry your own cloth 

bags or donôt use a bag at all if you can help it.  (óDo I need to put my vegetables in a plastic bag at the grocery store?ô The Green 

Corner editor asked herself, after hearing Megôs presentation.)  (2) Purchase products with less plastic packaging.  (3) Select prod-

ucts in glass or other non-plastic containers as a first choice. (4) AND IF YOU MUST BUY PLASTIC, REUSE those bags and con-

tainers as you can.  Be a little creative.  Before you throw it out, ask: could this be useful in a different way? (5) AS A LAST 

CHOICE, BUT A GOOD ONE TOO: RECYCLE plastic bags and other plastics according to city of Madison laws and guidelines.
