Childrend s
eyeglasses are always in great demand. Reading eyeglasses are also needed and are distributed to those who perform close-up
tasks. Sunglasses are given to people living near the equator, especially those with cataracts. And, if you have used hearing aids to
donate, they will also be gratefully accepted, too.
The donated eyeglasses are shipped to the Wisconsin Lions Foundation Eyeglass Recycling Center where they will be cleaned,
categorized by prescription and prepared for distribution in developing countries. Professional eye care volunteers will then travel
to these countries to conduct eye exams and dispense the eyeglasses free of charge to people with impaired vision.
