                              Easy ñGreen Cleanò Recipes 

                              GREEN THOUGHT FOR THE DAY:  It’s easy and economical to make a non-toxic cleaning kit.              

You’ll ―clean green‖ knowing that you are protecting your family and our environment from chemicals that are bad for us. GREEN 

ACTION: Make your own cleaning products at home by combining a few ingredients you can easily purchase or may already have 

on hand.  Consider inviting a few friends to join you and share the ingredients and fun of taking this green action step!  Use recipes 

below or find others at www.enactwi.org. 

SOME INGREDIENTS FOR GREEN CLEANING PRODUCTS:   
Regular baking soda   Washing soda (similar to baking soda) 

White distilled vinegar  Borax 

Natural liquid soap    Fresh lemon or lemon juice 

Vegetable glycerin (liquid product) Clean spray bottles or glass jars with lids 

RECIPES:   

All Purpose Spray Cleaner: Combine ¼ t. washing soda and 1 cup of hot tap water in a spray bottle.  Shake to dissolve the 

soda then add a dab of liquid soap.  Apply the product, and wipe off with a sponge or rag. 

Creamy Soft Scrubber: Pour ¼ cup of baking soda into a bowl and add enough liquid detergent to make a texture-like frosting.  

Scoop the mixture on a sponge to use.  This rinses easily.  Make only what you need, or if you want to save it, add ½ t. of 

liquid glycerin to keep it moist in a glass jar that’s tightly covered. 

Toilet Bowl Cleaner: Scrub toilet with baking soda.  For extra cleansing power, make a paste of lemon juice and Borax, apply 

and let sit for 20 minutes before scrubbing.  To remove water line marks, pour in 2 cups of vinegar and let stand overnight.   

Window Cleaner:  Put these ingredients in a spray bottle: ¼ t. liquid detergent, 2 T. vinegar, and 1 cup water.   Use as you 

would a commercial brand.
