I used this wonderful rendering of Romans 12 from The Message in my sermon last
Sunday. It seems to be a beautiful word for us as we think about our day-to-day
life.

2 so hgye's what | want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, ordinary
Ii?eé' your sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around lifed and place it
before God as an offering. Embracing what God does for you is the best thing you
can do for God. Don't become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it
without even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from
the inside outé Unlike the culture
level of immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops well-formed maturity
in you.

Might these words invite us to a simple daily prayer, placing our work and activity
as an offering to God? “ I’m entering this classroom God, may my teaching extend
your realm. I’'m meeting with a client, may my work and my creativity extend your
realm. I’m studying for a test — not just to learn a topic but to build the capacity
within myself to live your love. I just heard my child scamper down the hall, an-
other day of activity, energy, fighting, whining, and love is starting; may this house
and these relationships embody your love.” Simple prayers like these help us ac-
knowledge that we are not in control. Rather, we are blessed with the guiding grace
of God.

Embrace what God does for you. In the course of a tense meeting with our boss, a
strategy session with an overburdened co-worker, a conference call with loved ones
facing lifestyle decisions, or as we read an email from a young adult child three
states away — it is easy to focus on the challenges, the problems, the hassles, the in-
justices. The pastoral word from Romans invites us to focus instead on the gifts of
our lives. While it doesn’t eliminate or underestimate the challenges, this stance of
gratitude frees our mind and heart to see and hear how we are, or are not, extending
the grace of God.

If we are really going to extend God’s love and grace, it will only happen because
we are at our best more often than not. That, Romans suggests, is a worthy prayer.
“May your love bring out the best in me right now.”

As we begin another school year cycle in our lives, may they be characterized by
simple, heartfelt prayers such as these. No matter where we are, no matter where
we work or spend our days, Romans reminds us we can be vessels of God’s love.
Prayer is not a stratagem for occasional use, a refuge to resort to now and then. It
is rather like an established residence for the innermost self. All things have a
home: the bird has a nest, the fox has a hole, the bee has a hive. A soul without

prayer is a soul without a home. (Abraham Heschel)

The UW Odyssey Project

All who know the richness and power of an education under-
stand that no one should be barred from this opportunity be-
cause of lack of income. Currently more than a third of Afri-
can American and Hispanic families in Dane County live at or
below the poverty level. What better way to address issues of
inequity in our community than by providing free access to an
empowering college humanities course and a supportive pro-
gram to help graduates continue all the way to degrees and
better futures? The Odyssey Project literally saves lives, trans-
forms entire families and brings to the community at large an
inspired, informed, hope filled, productive group of adults
who had been previously written off by society and who had
mostly written themselves off, as well.

Each year since 2003, the UW Odyssey Project has ac-
cepted 30 adults near the federal poverty level into a free two-
semester introductory college course in the humanities de-
signed to empower them to overcome adversity. As they read
and discuss great works of literature, philosophy, American
history, and art history, students not only earn six UW credits
but also report life-transforming effects. They read and speak
up more, are more likely to vote, report improvements in their
children’s lives, and express more confidence and hope.

Our September Compassion Offering will contribute to the
cost of food and other basic expenses and immediate special
needs Odyssey Project students face each semester.

Graduates of the Odyssey Project now work as social
workers, nurses, police officers, and magazine designers;
many are on their way to becoming teachers, scientists, busi-
ness leaders, and lawyers. Their children are inspired by their
example to stay in school and plan for college and profes-
sional lives. The son of one Odyssey graduate refers to his
mother’s experience as “a two semester program that is a life-
time of opportunity.” Other Odyssey Project graduates refer to
the program as a bridge toward educational equality, empow-
erment for communities, an adventure into learning, a path to
understanding, a feast of knowledge, and a family for life.

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Sunday School Classes for Children—Sundays, 9:00-9:50 a.m.
The Worship Center (Preschool) Following Jesus (Kindergarten, First Grade): These are

exciting programs that help children experience God while learning about God. They use a sensory-motor style of sto-
rytelling as a primary means for encountering God, so God is experienced, not just learned about. They give appropri-
ate freedom, so young children can respond to stories of God through continued working with the story figures and art
materials.

The Way of the Child (Second/Third Graders): This is a wonderful, enriching program that helps chil-
dren develop their own relationship with God, providing opportunities for children to experience and practice spiritual
disciplines to nurture that relationship for a lifetime. After a gathering time where children listen and discuss a Bible
story or spiritual discipline, children choose different reflection stations to go to that all relate to the theme of the day.
They choose among the following reflection stations: Gazing, World, Reading, Journaling, Painting, Sand, and Art.
The Way of the Child is written by Wynn McGregor.

The Way of the Child and Exploring Faith Issues (4th-6th Graders): This group will also be

engaged in The Way of the Child curriculum and will be exploring issues of faith and how our faith makes a difference
in how we live our lives.

Confirmation at ORUCC (7th —8th Graders): We offer a Confirmation program to 7th and 8th graders
every other year. We have designed, and continue to adapt, this program to be a relationally based exploration of the
Christian faith, its practices, its people and the way it is lived out in the world. The Confirmation program is organized
around three engagements : The first engagement is with oneself. In this engagement, the youth will try and answer the
basic questions: “who am 1?”” and “who am I becoming?” The second engagement is with God. In this engagement the
youth will spend time looking at/experiencing the many ways we can know God. (“As I see it, we shall never succeed
in knowing ourselves unless we seek to know God.” St. Teresa of Avila.) The third engagement is with others. This is
bound up with our whole concept of the church as a people committed to God in Christ and to one another.

Through activities, discussions, Bible Study, retreats, and service youth will be invited to explore those three engage-
ments. As we move through the activities and topics, we invite students to choose for themselves a life of faith within
the Christian church and ORUCC. At the end of the year, confirmands decide for themselves if they want to proclaim
this faith for themselves. We honor those who say yes and we honor those who say no to this decision. We recognize
that young people live within the context and environment of their families and encourage discussion and participation
in the process at home.

The confirmation year will begin with an Urban Immersion Trip to Milwaukee, September 24-26. We will begin our
regular meeting time on Sunday, October 10 at 8:45 a.m. Breakfast goodies will be served!

Our service of confirmation will be Sunday, May 8, 2011 (Mother’s Day).

The Green Corner
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Thought for the Day: “Many of us live with a sort of schizophrenia as we try to reconcile our lives with what may
lie ahead...the crises we all confront as natural and social systems fall apart.” (Sara Van Gelder, Executive Editor, YES! Magazine).
This opens an essay on our choices in light of runaway climate change and the consequences of an economy build on easy-to-reach
(cheap) oil, which has peaked.

Must we give up the American dream of the good life to be green? Must we choose between a life that is morally good and one
that is personally pleasant? We each need to answer these questions for ourselves, of course. The answers will reflect of our own
values and our assessments of what is necessary and possible in the world at large, as well as for us ourselves.

While there is some uncertainty about what the future will bring, our answers must be boundaried by some sense of reality. For
many of us it seems clear that a sustainable world environment and a just economy for all the world’s people cannot include the cur-
rent American material lifestyle. Our big houses and sprawled land use patterns. Driving energy-efficient cars everywhere. New
clothes and new stuff when we want. Food from all over the world in any season. Vacation travels around the country and around
the world.

Can we find a good life — and a pleasant life — if we live more simply and sustainably? In theory the answer is “YES!” A practi-
cal question for us — individually, as a Christian congregation, members of communities and citizens — is this: how we get there?

Is a Home Group for You?
Hard to tell, isn’t it? You’ve been a part of groups that met in homes, but not in this Home Group!
Next month, the Ministry of Adult Faith Formation is launching Home Groups, a series of six meetings in homes with 8-12 people,
every other week, and we’re hoping that a Home Group is for YOU! Here’s why we think a Home Group may be for you:
1 Everybody can use a few more close friends, and we think a Home Group is a great way to make good friends;

1 We know how busy you are in the fall, so we decided on six home meetings every other week, with each home meeting
lasting only 1.5 hour;

1 Afraid of feeling trapped in a commitment that really doesn’t seem right for you? We get that. Even though we’re hop-
ing you can commit to all six Home Group meetings, feel free to come once and then let the Home Group Coordinator
know if you can commit to the other five meetings;

1 Some small group meetings are deadly because of indefinite or loose guidelines and expectations. That’s why each
Home Group will begin with a review of “Touchstones,” or guidelines, for interpersonal communication. Hopefully, as
members keep one another accountable to the Touchstones, communication will be confidential, respectful, engaging,
positive, and healthy;

1 Not everyone is into deep theological investigation or study, so we’ve decided the only curriculum for these Home
Groups is our lives. We’ll be sharing our own insights and experiences so that everyone’s an expert;

9 Life’s tough, and it’s easy to get discouraged and downhearted. That’s why each Home Group will open with a “mixer”
or “crowd-breaker” to help everyone relax, laugh and feel a bit more light-hearted and optimistic about life;

1  An hour and a half of “talk, talk, talk” can seem pretty lame. But we’re designing Home Groups to be multisensory, so
even young children can stay engaged, focused and interested;

1 If you have children, we know it’s important to get them to bed at a decent hour on school nights. That’s why we’re
encouraging groups that meet on school nights to end by 8 pm;

1 Of course, with young children participating in the Home Groups, interruptions are inevitable. But that gives every
member of the Home Group an opportunity to assist Mom and/or Dad, as is helpful or appreciated.

So what do you think? Ready to give it a try?

Home Groups will begin the week of September 19th and will end the week of November 28th. Sign up in the lounge on Sunday
mornings from now until September 12", or contact Ken Pennings at ken@orucc.org, (608) 271-7212, ext.
