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The Frank E. Page Family Scholarship Fund
The Frank E. Page Family Scholarship Fund was created in 1984 through a bequest by Myrtle Page, a longtime member of First Congregational Church of Madison.  In memory of her late husband, Mrs. Page dedicated 55% of her estate to an endowment fund that was to support the college or university studies of members of six Congregational/United Church of Christ churches in Dane County.  

In her Last Will and Testament, Myrtle Page directed that her bequest be used to help pay for the college education of church members who were “morally fit, needy, worthy, and competent.”  

Members of First Congregational United Church of Christ of Madison, Lake Edge United Church of Christ, Madison Orchard Ridge United Church of Christ, Madison Plymouth Congregational United Church of Christ, Mazomanie United Church of Christ, and Windsor Congregational United Church of Christ are eligible to apply for scholarship support from the Frank E. Page Family Scholarship Fund.  

In 1986, the First Congregational Church Foundation was designated as the trustee and administrator of the Frank E. Page Scholarship Fund.  Since that time, the Foundation has disbursed hundreds of thousands of dollars in scholarship funds to members of the above-named churches.  The Foundation is grateful to the many volunteers from all churches who have given advice and counsel in the scholarship process.

Arrange for letters of reference to be sent directly to the Foundation Scholarship Committee.

The announcement of winners will be made by the end of April of the year of application.

Scholarship funds will be disbursed to students upon receipt by the First Congregational Church  Foundation of proof of enrollment.  Note: Scholarship decisions are based on information contained in the application; if an applicant’s circumstances or college plans change, the Scholarship Committee should be notified.  Scholarship awards not redeemed by July 1 of the year following the award will be forfeited. 

An applicant for the Page scholarship must:
· be planning to begin or continue education toward a degree at an accredited 4-year or 2-year college or university;

· have a record of academic achievement and service to church and community; and

· have demonstrated financial need.

Eligible applicants should:

1. Fill out the application form.

2. Arrange for reference letters from a minister of your church and one other person who is not a relative.  Detach the reference panel of this brochure and give one section to each person providing a reference, along with a stamped envelope addressed to the Scholarship Committee at the First Congregational Church Foundation.  References must be sent directly to the committee, not to the applicant.

3. Enclose a transcript of all courses completed or to be completed through December of the year prior to application.

4. Enclose typewritten pages with your answers to questions A-L.  Make sure your financial information is on a separate sheet from the rest of your application.
